Walk down 
Seventh or Eighth Avenue to West 12th Street and turn right.  Walk down West 12th
Street to Washington Street.  Turn left, walk one block to Bethune Street. WESTBETH 
Community Room is located in the inner courtyard, midway down the block.

Payment:  Credit cards, cash, or checks will be accepted for payment for art.  All
payments are tax deductible.
